The “India is ...” Global Video Contest

We are pleased to inform all that the Public Diplomacy Division of the Ministry of External Affairs, New Delhi, will soon be launching a major initiative aimed at encouraging individuals and countries around the world to think of India in interesting, pervasive and positive ways. This is being done through a global video challenge themed "India is … “.

The challenge is open to anyone anywhere in the world and envisages short, 3 minute video about India. To provide the contestants a sense of focus, they have identified 3 themes during the current year, viz. 

(i) India is 
Colourful

(i i) India is 
Creative 


(iii) India is 
Wherever You Are. 

The selected themes for the video, especially the third one, allow anyone in any country to make a short video on India.  
In an arrangement with the Mumbai based organization, Skarma, a dedicated website will be set up for hosting videos and for promoting the contest. The contest will be marketed in film schools around the world and through various cine clubs, youth organizations, alumni associations, etc. Active use will be made of social media channels like Facebook and YouTube to drive participation to the contest. In addition, 25 three minute videos that would be directed by amateur filmmakers in India wil also be commissioned and uploaded. 

The contest will run from October 1 to December 31, 2011, and a reputed jury will select the best entries. The Ministry of External Affairs expects to organize an event in March 2012 where the winning entries will be recognized. 

The formal media launch of the programme is expected to take place on September 30 and the website (http://www.indiais.org) will be open to receiving entries from October 1.
